MEETING MINUTES JANUARY 17, 2017 DRAFT

The regular meeting of the KVRFD was held at the KVFD Central Station’s meeting room at 7:00pm.

Motion: Motion made by Tom S., seconded by Chuck Persch to approve the minutes as written.  Approved by all.
Re-Organization:

Chairperson: Ed Haas nominated Tom Scott for Chairperson, seconded by Chuck Persch, Tom S. accepted position.

Co-Chair: Doug Delestienne nominated Ed Haas for Co-Chair, seconded by Earl Taylor, Ed H. accepted position.

Administrator, Secretary and Treasurer: Confirmed position of Administrator as Ray Stackhouse, confirmed position of Secretary/Treasurer as Vicki Florian.
Update from Fire Company Representatives:
Monthly reports were handed out and emailed to municipalities and board members.
Engine 1 – Broker Co. from Alabama will submit a bid.
Martins Corner – Doug D. met with West Caln Township Manager on sub-division, received paperwork and sent to engineer.

KVFD is working on capital fund campaign for the new building.

Renovation project is back out for bid, went out to 6 banks for mortgage opportunities, may need a letter of support from KVRFD.

Grants: Should receive PA grant money in next month or so, will be used for new Chief’s vehicle.

PA American Water grant available now.

Treasurer’s Report:

A treasurer’s report of bills for the month of January 2017 was read by Treasurer Vicki Florian.
Motion: Motion was made to accept treasurer’s report as read and approve the bills by Tom Scott, seconded by Chuck Persch.  Approved by all.
Fire Administrator’s Report:
2017 Meeting Schedule: Advertised in the Daily Local.
Goals & Objectives for 2017 – Should start setting goals from strategic plan such as long term funding, work on a better funding formula, etc.   Ray S. suggested to make a task group of the following: (1) person from district, (1) from each municipality (other than who is on board), (1) from fire dept. and (1) general person.
Social Media Presence: We should promote as a district Ray S. will look into pricing on websites.

Ray S. has been appointed to the WCCC Board of Directors.

Sadsbury Township Status: Meeting is scheduled for Monday January 23, 2017 7:30pm, a notice was published as a special meeting between the township and KVRFD and any other matter as may come before the supervisors, Ray S was concerned about this and spoke to the solicitor and she confirmed that they will set ground rules and will ask solicitor to send an agenda to Max O’Keefe.  Ray. S. will be the spokesman for the meeting.
Ray S. spoke to Vicki Florian as to her pay of $45.00/mo for Secretary and $50.00/mo for Treasurer was sufficient, Vicki confirmed that this is sufficient, which is a total of $1,140.00/year, he asked the board to consider paying the FA 6-1/2 hours per week for 52 weeks, instead keeping track of ½ here or there, total of $10,140.00/year, after discussion motion was made.  Motion: To pay FA 6-1/2 hours a week for 52 weeks, total $845.00/month, $10,140/year by Tom Scott, seconded by Ed Haas.  Approved by all.
Wrap Up:
Barry Edwards asked if it is a done deal with the new building.  Ray S. stated yes is has been in the works for a long time and needs to happen.  Barry just feels that more input needs to be addressed to the municipalities.  A presentation will be put together on the new building.
Chuck Persch asked about the fire company relief audit, Ray S. stated that all issues were addressed and that they are waiting on an answer pertaining to Martins Corner relief from the state.

Motion: A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Tom Scott, seconded by Chuck Persch. Approved by all.
